About this release:
Some records are just not like other records. They have been created by artists that uncompromisingly follow their heart. To move forward in music, means to look for that border where raw emotions become polished pearls, as deep thoughts surface without fear. “Desdemona Died” is the name of a unique experimental record by poetess Wonder. Wonder combines her creative life as a poet with painting, writing short stories, short films and playing records. And the album seems to reflect this. Her love for words is interwoven with music that immediately suggest imagery. 

Initially the album started out as a short avant-garde play inspired by Shakespeare's Othello. Wonder re-wrote her own version of the play using beats and samples to tell the story from a female’s point of view (being: Desdemona’s point of view). Soon after that she started working together with producer mr.vilt, building on this idea and shaping the different phases of love through her thoughts and through his eclectic musical melting pot. And thus the album was born. mr.vilts musical open-mindedness brings out her sensuous sighs in his production, it lifts her words and accompanies her fire, as it ranges from hip hop based beats to surreal classical cut up samples and off key piano play. We can proudly say: there is no other album like it. The track Pain Pledge was successfully played on BBC 3’s show Mixing It in October 2004 and featured on Resonance FM on the Saltpetre Radio show.
